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The Silver Beaver Award is not an award a person would submit for themselves so they should be contact only as a last resort.


· Your district executive can provide a printout from the office showing the last 5 year’s activity and where your nominee is currently registered
· District executive can provide information 
· District committee members can advise of nominees involvement
· If person leads or is part of a training team, contact other members
· If nominee has been a staff member at one of our camps, contact the camp director
· Contact the unit or other Scouter’s who may have information on your nominee
· Contact family members of nominee for other activities
· Contact friends of nominee (not always Scouters)
· Contact organizations of which nominee is a member
· Google the person on the internet

Remember, when you write up your nominee, no mention is made of nominee’s name, district name or unit numbers so your verbiage is important.  

Be sure to stress nominee’s contributions to the community’s youth.  If through another service organization (Lions, Rotary, Kiwanis, Hospital Aid, etc.), be sure to note offices or committees, length of time in position, and how it affected the youth.  The narrative section is best for this – don’t repeat what you’ve already shown in the earlier portions of the application.  
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
