












When seven cases of marshmallow guns 
showed up on Robin Damm’s doorstep, she 
knew she had done something right. Robin 
had used the marshmallow gun—the prize for 
selling $375 worth of popcorn—to motivate 
Scouts in Zionsville Pack 358 to sell as much 
popcorn as possible.

Her tactic worked: Pack 358 is the top-sell-
ing pack in the country. 

Robin, now in her second year of  
organizing the pack’s sale, led nearly 300 Cub 
Scouts to the top spot this year by motivating 
them to sell nearly $93,000 worth of popcorn. 
Though her sons—11-year old Daniel and 
14-year-old Dominik—have moved on to Boy 
Scouts, Robin decided to help the pack’s sale 
again this year after finishing near the top of 
the country in sales last year. Robin made the 
decision that if she was going to run the sale 
again this year, then her pack would finish 
first.

Robin’s Scouts answered the challenge. 
More than 80 percent of the Scouts got  
involved in the sale. The top-selling Scout hit 
the scholarship level mark, bringing in more 
than $3,000 in product sales. Five boys sold 
more than $1,500. And, of course, 52 Scouts 
are now the proud owners of marshmallow 
guns for selling more than $375.

“I knew the Scouts were excited when I 
heard  Tiger Cubs selling popcorn outside a 
coffee shop in Zionsville, and all they could 
talk about was, ‘Have you earned your  
marshmallow gun yet?’” Robin said.
     The boys sold more than 1,414 cases of 
popcorn—and 19 percent of those sales came 
from Show and Sells, where the boys would 
set up in front of area businesses with product 
on-site to sell. Because of the large inventory, 
the pack utilized Carter Van Lines, who moved 
the popcorn to distribution sites for free. 

Robin said that the key to the pack’s  
success was keeping parents motivated by  
reinforcing that the more popcorn that was 
sold now, the less money the parents would 
have to pay later. Because popcorn is the 
pack’s only fundraiser, parents were  
determined to help their boys meet their 
goals and fund an exciting program for the 
year.

The revenue from the sale—more than 
$32,000—will go toward funding pack activi-
ties for the year. All boys from the pack can 
attend any council Circuit of Fun event for 
free, and the income also goes toward unit 
rechartering, lowering the registration fees for 
the Scouts and chartering a bus to and from 
Camp Belzer during Day Camp.
